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Water Testing Programs '08
by David McGrath

We have continuedwith our two separatenethods
of testingthe waterin Sylvia Lake. The prstis the
traditional method of testing for bacteria. This
summerwe testedthree areasfor bacteria;the old
beach, boat launch, and an area along the NW
shore Thesetestsweremadeshortly afterthe 4th of
July weekendand all three areastestedacceptable
for swimming with no signikcant change from
previous years.

Our secondtesting methodis done as part of the

AdirondackLake AssessmenProgram.This tracks
trendsandteststhe healthof the lakein comparison
with otherlakesin theAdirondacksThisis thethird

summerthatwe haveparticipatedIn June July, and

August sampleswere takenin two areas:the inlet

and the center of the lake. These sampleswere
frozen and taken to the Adirondack Watershed
Institute for testing.We will receivethe resultsof

these tests in the spring.

Lastsumme® resultsshowedvery goodconditions
in relationshipto otherlakeswith the exceptionof

two areas; chloride level and conductivity The
reportindicatedthatnegativescoresn both of these
areasareusuallyindicative of pollution by roadsalt
runoff or faulty septic systems.

We contactedAdirondack Watershedinstitute for

additionalinformation on possiblecausedor these
negativeresults.Theydo not believethatwe havea
hugeproblemwith failing septicsystemssinceour

levelsof phosphorusnitrateandchlorophyllarenot
elevatedThelakealsodoesnot appearto havea lot

of exposureto roadsaltrunoff. They indicatedthat
a third possiblecontributorcould be the geologyof

the lake.

Continuedmonitoringoverthe long termwill allow
us to establisha baselineso that we can better
determineif the lake will staycleanor if manhas
impacted the lake and its watershed.

Milfoil eradicationdid not happenthis year since
the divers from the Buffalo area(friends of Dave
and Faye Lockwood®son Jon) could not makeit.
We hope to get this project back on track next
summer through a diving harvest as well as
potentially laying down Benthic barriers(mats) in
certain lage invested areas.

If anyone knows of divers who might like to
participate, pleasecontact Sandy Kraker or Dave
Lockwood. Pleasealso makeuse of WeedWinders
(availablethrougha SLA Board memberor Gale
Feilguson) to clear your waterfront.

Big, red buoys were put out by SandyKraker this
spring, to mark some of the submeged rocks
aroundthe Lake. They were recoveredthis fall by
Lea Dickson and Mike Hatch. The Navigation
Committeeis looking into whetherthesetypes of
markerswill be usedin the future and ultimately,
who will maintain them.

Outlet update. This summey Gale Ferguson
routinely checkedhe areaonemile downtheoutlet.
Therewasno beaveractivity. Greatyearfor weeds
which impede the RBow... lots of rain! Not many
campersare familiar with the outlet streama mile
beyond the cementdam and culvert. It's a real
workout to get there through some pretty narrow
spotsand heavyweedsbut asit widensout, you're
reminded how close we are to theirondack Park.
